Hello Kitselas Commumity Members,

Recently, the Kitselas Lands and Resource Department has received reports of illegal dumping
along the Kitselas Road to Endudoon (IR#4). The Terrace Area has seen increased rates of illegal
dumping over the last several weeks, and although efforts such as the recently held “Garbathon™
were successful in cleaning up much of the hitter, KIRD urges Kitselas community members to
be observant of any illegal dumping activities that may confinue. The RAPP program is a toll free
tip line and online service that also allows you to report known or suspected violations of fishenes,
wildlife, or environmental protection laws anonymously and without nsk of confronting the
offender.

When navigating the land base, be watchful for vehicles that may go down roads full of garbage
and leave empty. If you notice suspicious behaviour such as this, witness illegal dumping,
polluting or poaching, call the RAPP Line below or wisit the RAPP Line Website to report a
violation to the Conservation Officer Service:

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2017 Sockeye Fishery Update

Due to low forecasted sockeye returns it is likely there will

be no sockeye fishery in 2017 until further notice.

If members choose to fish for other species, like Chinook,
gear restrictions are in place. Fishers should have no
smaller than 7” mesh nets to ensure sockeye are not
caught as by-catch.

For conservation reasons we are asking community
members to respect and abide by these closures and gear
requirements.

Resource staff will be monitoring fishing sites this season
to ensure compliance and to provide information.

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CLEAN UP CANADAS COASTS (CCC) MOVEMENT @m&.&lﬁ’i

Objectives:

1) To recognize and promote Canadian marine stewardship projects and organizations to encourage
public awareness and cross-group collaboration to maximize impact.

2) Connect organizations involved in marine stewardship initiatives to one another and provide a
“one !!tﬂp shup'websrtefu' pﬂuple mﬁested in Canadian marine stewardship activities.

First branded Clean Up Canada’s Coasts project involves multiple primary stakeholders:

* Steveston Harbour Authority; Port Edward Harbour Authonty; Port of Prince Rupert; Port Alberni
Port Authority; T Buck Suzuki Environmental Foundation; Emerald Sea Protection Society.

Additional stakeholders have expressed interest in assisting:

* Canadian Coast Guard; Bandstra Transportation Systems Lid.

The first major project that Clean Up Canada's Coasts participants are attempting to set up is
an abandoned, lost and discarded fishing gear (ALDFG) collection and disposal system along the
coast of British Columbia. Recemt United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) estimates suggest
that up to 800 000 tonnes of ALDFG finds its way into the world’s oceans every year, and 10% of the
world's harvestable fish stocks are killed by ALDFG annually to the benefit of no-one.

Steveston Harbour Authority in Richmond, British Columbia, has developed a net recycling
program where lost and end of life fishing gear can be recycled into new products rather than buried in
a landfill or incinerated. This works in Steveston because of the proximity to the Port of Vancouver, as
well as because Steveston has the facility necessary to process this gear for transport to the recyclers.
However, smaller communities do not have the same options. As a result, CCC is attempting 1o set up
a working distribution network where smaller harbours can send end of life or recovered gear to
regional hubs, and then on to one of three larger centres for storage, processing and shipment. Thezse
three larger centres would be Steveston Harbour in Richmond, Port Albemi Harbour, and Port Edward
Harbour in Prince Rupert.

Setting up this distribution network will not only provide fishers with a responsible way to
dizpose of end of life gear, but will alzo provide several places for future ALDFG recovery projects to
send recovered gear. If this network can be successfully establizshed, a mode! will exist to replicate on
Canada’s east coast as well, potentially providing a solid, ongoing, nation-wide ALDFG mitigation
program which directly aligns with the new Oceans Protection Plan. The next step isto setup a
transportation / distribution network to collect gear and take it to these centres to prepare for recycling.
Funding is the primary barmier to making this project work.

There are =killed and eager Canadians out there who want 1o do great work, but most potential
funding sources are limited and often extremely specific, making acquiring funding almost as much of
a challenge as doing the work itself. While grant and in-kind opportunities are being pursued, we
would like to respectiully request a more stable and centralized funding source upon which marine
stewardship projects may draw. One option would be a fund similar to the Ship Source Oil Pollution
Fund {SS0PF), though any such fund would not require nearly as much capital. Another option would
be st up a fee structure to build such a fund, similar to the Electronic Handling Fee associated with
electronics recycling in British Columbia (though a federal implementation along the lines of the
S30PF would be more effective and farther reaching).
